Today’s Gospel Reflection 

 
The three readings of this Sunday's liturgy testify that God's projects can never 
fail. Isaiah, in the first reading, declares that, just as the snow and rain irrigate 
the earth with precision, so does God's word effectively accomplish God's will. 
The second reading realistically adds the element of suffering that must be 
endured for a time by those involved in God's project. But that momentary 
affliction is incomparable to the grandeur of the project's future outcome. 
Jesus too expresses in parable form his confidence that, despite strong 
oppositions to his ministry, its success is inevitable. The different types of soil 
inhospitable to the seed represent the various responses to Jesus' ministry, 
ranging from indifference, to short-lived enthusiasm, to open hostility. But in 
the last analysis, it is not the soil, but God, who causes the growth of the seed 
and brings forth a rich harvest.  
 
Lord Jesus, like you, may we continue to trust God in the face of apparent failure, 
confident that God will not disappoint those who hope in him. Amen.
